SCIENCE GLOBAL WARMING EXHIBITION

Last term the British Council sent us 21 large posters about some ideas for a sustainable school. We decided to do some work on recycling based on the poster “ The garbage eater doesn’t it everything”.

We wanted our school to become a sustainable place where we could reuse more and  recycle.
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We decided to do some research on packaging and plastic bags at Supermarkets.

We , children  from year 5, went to four different supermarkets to do the research. We found out that they used to much packaging and specially too much plastic to pack lots of items including vegetables, meat, perfumes… In many cases the items where over packed.

We learned about the recycling symbols that we can find on these plastic containers. We also found out about all the new items that can be made by recycling this plastic.

For example, polar fleece, rulers , bags….

Year 6 looked into plastic bags. Many supermarkets don’t hand them out anymore. Year 6 went to four different supermarkets and they interviewed the manager there about the number of bags they used to give, about bags for life (reusable bags) about how their costumers liked this reusable bags…
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After that year 6 presented their findings to us. Plastic bags are contributing to global warming and also some animals get chocked on them accidentally.

They designed bags for life and did a beautiful display about the benefits of using bags for life. 

The children from our link school sent us some reports on plastic bags and recycling and they also designed some beautiful bags for life.

We learned a lot about the three Rs. Reducing, Reusing,  Recycling.
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We also wanted to know how long rubbish lasts. To find out, we dug a hole in the playground and there we buried some rubbish: plastic, a tshirt, some leather, a can…

We will dig it out before Easter. We want to see if these items are rotting away or if they just remain the same.

We also looked into our homes and found out how good our family is at reducing, reusing and recycling.

In the end this was a whole school project.
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At Christmas we made all the school decorations with recycled bits. We put up a really big Christmas tree made with egg boxes, milk cartons, pine cones…

After Christmas we had a big exhibition of crafts made with bits and pieces found at home. Lots of families made the crafts at home and then they brought them to school for the exhibition.

Our school has changed in that:

Now there are yellow bins in the playground. There we put our plastic containers, foil wrapping and everything that we know it goes there.

We try and use less packaging for our snacks.

Now there is a container for paper in each classroom. We made it with an old box and we decorated it with the recycling symbol.

Every week we take turns to take all the rubbish to the big bins that are near the school. Paper goes in the blue bin. What we have in our yellow bins , we deposit it into the yellow bin.

Our school has changed a lot. Now we recycle more and we have also changed and try and recycle and reuse more here and in hour homes.
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
